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1. Warm-up: Students write down the ordinal numbers on the board in
groups to review.

2. Practice the sentence pattern A:

2-1 Have a list of the dates for students in pairs to practice “What' s the

date today?”

2-2  Students finish a 3X3 bingo card. Students ask and answer a date in

turn to play the game. The ones who first get two lines are winners.

3.Practice the sentence pattern B :

3-1 Have a list of the holidays for students in pairs to practice “What' s the

date of holidays?/When' s holiday(s)?”

3-2Message Passing Game: Tell the last one of each group the question for

them to pass to the first one to write on the board. Then they also have to give

the right date.

3-3 Smart heads: One of each group ask and then the other to write the

right date on the board
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
