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It aims to make English speaking more enjoyable. Many students here in Taiwan are good
at writing and reading, but not as confident with speaking. The public speaking is a kind of
way to work on the speaking aspect of learning English. By pushing students outside of
their comfort zones, they can grow in their mastery of the language. In addition, debating,

o especially in a foreign language, is a great way to foster critical thinking. It’s important to
learn how to formulate ideas, communicate those ideas, and build global vision, which are
skills that last a lifetime. Finally, students should focus on enjoying the process, not the
outcome. Simply by participating in the process, they improve. Each time they debate and
give a speech, they will get better.
