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1. Warm up (5 mins):

(1) Teacher shows the flash cards and the
sheets of sentence patterns to go through
the vocabulary and sentence patterns.

(2) Teacher annouces the teaching goal today
IS to ask the target question and answer
with the target sentence.

2. Presentation (10mins):

1. Warm up
(1) To understand if the students can read and
speak out the target words and sentence
patterns.
(2) To let students understand the teaching goal and
follow the tecaher’s principles.

2. Presentation:




(1) Teacher uses the flash cards to ask the

target question: How old are you?

(2) Make the rotation question-and-answer
practices.

(3) Teacher announces the rules: in activity 1,
each student has to ask students and
complete the questions on the worksheet.

(4) After the survey completed, students will
be asked to demonstrate the conversation
in the front.

. Activity 1 (5 mins):

(1) Teacher makes sure the students can ask
the question and answer.

(2) Teacher asks the students use the intervew
sheet to practice the sentences and write
down the age of the student.

. Activity 2 (15 mins):

(1) Teacher asks each group member to ask
the target question in other group. He/She
has to ask one partner who is different
from his/her, and complete the question.

(2) Each student has to finish the activity
accordeing to different section and
complete the worksheet.Later students are
asked to demonstrate the conversation in
the front. The well-performed pairs can get
the points and play games later.

. Wrap up (5 mins):

(1) Teacher goes through the target words and
main sentence patterns: How old is he/she?
He/she is

(2) Teacher asks each group to count the
group points and records the points on the
textbook.

(3) Teacher assigns the homework and
explains how to do.
