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The activities gave individual students to volunteer answers, but also encouraged group
interaction and collective practice (i.e. choral reading). Students were engaged throughout
the lesson and able to understand and produce/practice the lesson’s target language.

There were no obvious classroom management issues to be seen. Clear routines for
starting and ending class had been established that students were able to easily adhere to.
Students were attentive throughout the class and able to transition from each activity on
task without teachers needing to employ attention getters or redirect individual students.
