With students always facing new challenges at school, guidance in the form of school counseling has 

gained considerable attention recently. School counseling services offer pupils           support so that 

they can identify and realize their full potential. High school students, in particular, benefit a lot from such 

counseling. Faced with heavy schoolwork and peer pressure, they need a strong support system and a 

professional counselor whom they can turn to for advice. Professional counselors are good at setting up a 

safe environment for students to open up about their anxiety,          , or even depression, all of which 

can make them suffer. Also, they listen attentively and empathize genuinely, and they can help students 

develop problem-solving and decision-making skills, which are essential survival skills in modern society. 

 Some school instructors and advisers have remarkable sensitivity in recognizing their students’ 

emotional conflicts. When they sense a student’s desperate plea for help, a proper           can serve to 

save that student from despair. During the transitional stage of reaching maturity, adolescents face different 

kinds of emotional conflict, but not everyone reaches out for help. Those who retreat further into their own 

isolation and become defensive and          need assistance to put their adversity in perspective. This 

requires more than empathy, however; collaboration among counselors, teachers, and parents is crucial. It is 

also imperative that schools assess their students’ abilities in multiple ways. High school is a stage to           

a positive philosophy of life. Through proper and timely guidance, students will have a greater chance of 

figuring out what they want from their lives.
