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Introduce the origin of the Jack-O-Lantern in a
form of a story to the students with special needs,
and use activities to activate their learning
motivation and enhance their learning with points.
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Her teaching can get cool and resistant students on
track to involve, and the group work section can
help low-achievers understand what they are
learning.
