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e 1. Warm-up:

e (1) The teacher would introduce the main animal for today’s




article by asking students to guess which is an elephant
from the slide.

(2) The teacher would introduce the special term “Asia”
and “Africa” by pictures

2. The teacher would play the reading and ask the students
to repeat after the computer.

3. The teacher would ask questions to clarify some words
and sentences in the article. Give proper Chinese to help
students understand the meaning if necessary.

4. “Flyswatter Game™
(1) The teacher would ask 10 volunteers and divide them

into two teams.

(2) The teacher would read the questions from the slide first
and hit the word “yes” or “no” to tell us their answers.

(3) The winner gets one points for himself/herself.

5. “White Board Activity”

(1) The teacher would ask questions related to the article.
(2) The students would write down their answers on the
little white boards and show it to the teacher to get points.

6. Finish the questions on P32.

7. The teacher would ask students to scan the QR code to
practice the questions on quizizz.

8 The teacher would ask students to share their ideas about
two similar animals at padlet (if there is still time).
