English Lesson Plan — Classroom English

Teaching Objectives:

- Students will recognize and correctly use over 10 common classroom English phrases.
- Students will understand basic classroom instructions from the teacher.

- Students will be able to interact in simple classroom conversations in English.

Time: 45 minutes

Teaching Procedure:

1. Warm-up Activity (5 minutes)

Activity: Simon Says (Using classroom commands)
Examples: Stand up, Sit down, Raise your hand, Open your book, Be quiet.

2. Presentation (10 minutes)
Topic: Common Classroom English Phrases

Example phrases:

- May I go to the bathroom?

- Can I borrow a pencil?

- Can you say that again, please?
- [ don’t understand.

- Please help me.

- What page is it?

- Give me a moment, please.

- Can I answer the question?

3. Practice Activities (15 minutes)

A) Sentence Matching (5 minutes):

- Give students cards with English phrases and Chinese meanings.
- Students work in pairs to match them correctly.

B) Pair Dialogue Practice (10 minutes):
- Situations: Borrow an eraser, Don’t understand something, Ask the teacher to repeat.
- Practice in pairs, then a few groups present.



4. Review Activity (10 minutes)

Activity: Classroom English Challenge
- Teacher says Chinese, students say the English phrase.
- Fill-in-the-blank quiz (e.g., ' [ borrow your ruler?')

5. Summary & Homework (5 minutes)

- Quick review of learned phrases.
- Homework: Record 3 classroom phrases OR complete a fill-in-the-blank worksheet.

Notes:

- Adjust number of phrases based on level.

- Use visuals or short videos if available.

- Prepare dialogue cards for interactive activities.
